Section 1: Canopy/Cockpit/Fuselage Covers

The Fairchild PT-19/23/26, Cornell Cockpit Cover helps reduce damage to the upholstery and avionics caused by excessive heat
and can eliminate problems caused by leaking door and window seals.

Section 2: Engine/Prop Covers

Engine Covers will cinch around or behind the spinner, cover the entire engine cowl area including the engine air cooling and
induction air inlets, and fastens together with Velcro beneath the spinner down the front of the cowling. The Engine Cover is
attached with a belly strap aft of the firewall, and can Velcro to the Canopy Cover.

Section 3: Plugs & Protection
